2008 Fall Festival Mud Volleyball Rules 
 

• Must be 16 years of age or older. 
• A team is consisted of 6 players on the court at all times, TWO of 

which must be women.  
• Single elimination play, best 2 out of 3, to 30 rally points, each team 

will change sides after the end of the 1st and 2nd game. 
• Each side has 3 hits. A player may not hit the ball twice in succession. 

A block is not considered a hit. In those 3 hits, a girl must touch the 
ball once. 

• Each team is responsible for knowing when and where its games are 
scheduled. Any team that doesn’t show is a forfeit. 

• It is a violation if you spike the ball with two hands.  
• Substitutions can not go in for the server unless for an injury. 
• Holding or throwing the ball is not allowed. It must be hit with a 

closed fist or palm. 
• Touching the net with any part of your body or pulling it down is a 

violation. 
• Players of the serving team must rotate clockwise when receiving the 

ball to serve. 
• All participants must show good sportsmanship. Any person (s) 

displaying bad sportsmanship will be ejected from this event. It will 
not be tolerated.
